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Move Out Procedures and Costs
After Tenant has removed all of his personal property, Tenant is to thoroughly clean each room, hall, closet, stairwell, etc. from top to bottom using the appropriate cleaning products to remove any dirt, dust, grime, grease, bugs, spider webs, finger prints or spilled or splattered products. THE PROCEDURES BELOW WILL REQUIRE A PLANNED COMMITMENT OF TIME. PLEASE PLAN ACCORDINGLY. Your refundable security deposit may be held if all the cleaning is not complete. If you have any questions, feel free to contact the office and we will be glad to help you in any way we can.

The Cleaning Requirements Includes:
Removal of all personal possessions, including coat hangers as well as garbage and trash.
1. Wash the trim (baseboards, window sills and moldings, front and back of doors)

2. Dust and clean ceiling fans and there blades in each bedroom and in the living room

3. Replace any light bulbs that have burnt out since you have been living there

4. Dust/wash the mini blinds

5. Ceiling and corners should be free of spider webs and dirt

6. Clean the air vents in the apartment including the return air vent (do not use water)

7. Scrub and mop stains and scuffs from tile floors

8. Have carpet professionally cleaned. We can facilitate you upon request.

9. Wash the bathroom and kitchen cabinets on the inside and outside

10. Clean countertops so there are no stains

11. Clean and sterilize bathroom full-Scrub and disinfect all sinks, bathtubs, chrome fixtures, toilet, and toilet tank

12. Remove anything stuck on walls, mirrors, or appliances

13. Clean out the pantry closet and leave no food behind
14. Clean the Appliances

· Stove: surface, eye rings, drip pans and under drip pans

· Microwave: DO NOT SPRAY CLEANER ON DISPLAY OR KEYPAD.  Clean out inside and top vent area.   
· Oven: DO NOT USE OVEN CLEANER it is a self cleaning oven. Remove oven racks before you run the self cleaning cycle. The oven gets very hot and burns off all the food and stains, wipe out the ash after the oven has cooled. Pull out the oven and sweep and wash the floors underneath it.

· Refrigerator: Clean and serialize all shelves and drawers. Do not pull out fridge or you could detach icemaker hose and cause water damage. Also, do not unplug it or shut it off while cleaning.

· Dishwasher: clean out any food stains

· Washer and Drier: Clean out possessions, wash the floors, and wipe down appliances

15. Patios/Decks should be swept off and stains and spills should be cleaned up.

16. Replace any burnt out light bulbs

17. Clean broiler pan and leave any appliance manuals

***RETURN YOUR APARTMENT KEY, MAIL KEY, AND GATE REMOTE TO THE OFFICE! 

· Damage to the carpet is the responsibility of the tenant

· Do not put furniture in or around the trash compactor or you will be fined. Please put discarded furniture in the provided dumpsters in the parking lot.

· All garbage/trash should go in the compactor or in the designated dumpsters, not beside it. If the dumpsters are full please contact Landlord.

· Tenants will be charged if the carpet has bleach stains unless they were noted on the move-in inspection sheet. Please be careful when using cleaning products. (Do not mix bleach and ammonia products, doing so can cause hazardous fumes.)
· If repairing sheet rock damage, make sure it is professionally done and use the proper materials or you will be charged to correct the problem.
